Knock down the adjustment screw before the ditcher is fixed. Subject to the adjustment of the width and height for ditcher, then the ditching can be 

conducted.

when fixing the forearm of the wagon box on the trailer and wheels on the transmission shaft of the running part, the machine can do a transportation .
