SPARK PLUG INSTALLATION
If your powerhead does not have the spark plug already installed for you. You will have to install it following the 
instructions given below.

1. Locate the spark plug in the parts packet.

2. With powerhead laying on side labeled “THIS SIDE UP WHEN NOT IN USE,” place spark plug in spark plug hole.

NOTE: A resistor spark plug must be used for replacement.

3. Turn by hand until snug.

4. Use a wrench or socket to tighten to 180 inch-pounds of torque. DO NOT OVERTIGHTENED.

OPERATION
1. Read manual and follow instructions for fuel type, starting, etc.

2. The clutch will transfer maximum power after about two hours of normal operation. During this break-in period 
clutch slippage may occur. The clutch should be kept free of oil or other moisture for efficient operation. Each 
powerhead is tested at the factory, but is not operated for the full break-in period.

3. The earth auger unit should be operated no more than 20 degrees in any direction during continuous use and 
limited to 30 degrees intermittently. Recommended for adequate lubrication and fuel delivery.

4. When digging in heavy soil, pump the earth auger unit with an up and down motion in the hole for every one 
foot of depth.

5. Never run engine indoors. Exhaust fumes are deadly.

6. Do not use an earth auger in ice.

PRE-START CHECKLIST
1. Read and understand the engine manual and operator’s manual that came with your unit.

2. Fill oil sump or check oil level. Check oil level often during engine break-in.

3. Fill fuel tank. Use unleaded, regular gasoline.

4. Be sure spark plug wire is attached to spark plug.

PETROL AND OIL

Quality
To operate the engine, we recommend Pure 90 octane Petrol only. To ensure that the engine operates correctly 
throughout the life of the engine. Use 20W - 40 engine oil.

The EARTH AUGER is shipped WITHOUT OIL IN THE ENGINE

Working on a level surface,tip the earth auger on its carrying handlebar as shown.

Oil Recommendations
Oil is a major factor affecting performance and service life. Use 4-stroke automotive detergent oil.

SAE 20W - 40 is recommended for general use. 

NOTE:

Using non detergent oil can shorten the engine’s service life,and using 2-stroke oil can damage the engine.

Oil Level Check
Check the engine oil level before each use,or every 10 hours if operated continuously. Rest the earth auger on a 
level surface with the engine stopped.

1. Tip the earth auger on its carry handlebar as shown.

2. Remove the oil filler cap/dipstick and wipe it clean.

3. Insert and remove the dipstick without screwing it into the filler opening. Check the oil level shown on the 
dipstick.

4. If the oil level is low,fill to the edge of the oil filler hole with the recommended oil. Avoid overfilling or under 
filling, as the oil capacity is small. Be sure the engine is in a level position, as shown. NOTE: Running the engine 
with a low oil level can cause engine damage. This type of damage is not covered by the DISTRIBUTOR’S 
LIMITED WARRANTY.

5. Screw in the filler cap/dipstick securely.
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Oil Change
Drain the used oil while the engine is warm. Warm oil 
drains quickly and completely.

1. Place a suitable container below the engine to 
catch the used oil.

2. Remove the oil filler cap/dipstick.

3. Drain the used oil through the oil filler opening. 
Allow the used oil to drain completely.

	 Please dispose of used motor oil in a manner that 
is compatible with the environment. We suggest 
you take used oil in a sealed container to your local 
recycling center or service station for reclamation. 
Do not throw it in the trash, pour it on the ground, 
or pour it down a drain.

CAUTION

Never store engine with fuel in the tank 
indoors. Fuel and fuel vapors are highly 
flammable.

An adult must always handle and fill the 
engine with fuel.

Always handle gas in a well ventilated area, 
outdoors, away from flames or sparks.

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NORMAL OPERATION
1. The clutch will transfer maximum power after about 

two hours of normal operation. During this break-in 
period clutch slippage may occur. The clutch should 
be kept free of oil and other moisture for efficient 
operation.

2. Cultivate without placing excessive body weight 
on the unit. The mini cultivator operates most 
efficiently with the weight of the unit itself.

3. Never run engine indoors. Exhaust fumes are 
deadly.

CAUTION

Never add Petrol when engine is running 
or hot from operation. Never fill the tank 
indoors.

Do not smoke when filling fuel tank.

Never fill fuel tank completely. Fill tank to 
1/2” below bottom of filler neck to provide 
space for fuel expansion. Wipe any fuel 
spillage from engine and equipment before 
starting engine.

Do not hold throttle lever wide open while 
starting. Loss of control of powerhead/ auger 
could result.

Never run engine indoors or in enclosed, 
poorly ventilated areas. Engine exhaust 
contains carbon monoxide, an odorless 
and deadly gas.

Keep hands, feet, hair and loose clothing 
away from any moving parts on engine 
and equipment.

Temperature of muffler and near by areas 
may exceed 150° f. Avoid these areas.

Before to ring unit, disconnect spark plug 
wire from spark plug and attach it to 
retaining post.

Never store engine with fuel in tank 
indoors or in enclosed, poorly ventilated 
areas, where fuel fumes may reach an 
open flame, spark or pilot light.

4. With the engine resting on the carrying handlebar 
on a level surface,fill with the recommended oil to 
the edge of the oil filler hole. Do not overfill.

5. Screw in the filler cap/dipstick securely.

Filling Fuel Tank
1. Shut-off engine and allow engine to completely 

cool before refilling the fuel tank.

2. Move to a well ventilated area, outdoors, away 
from flames and sparks.

3. Clean debris from area around the fuel cap.

4. Loosen fuel cap slowly. Place the cap on a clean, 
dry surface.

5. Carefully add fuel without spilling.

6. Do not fill Petrol tank completely full, allow space 
for fuel to expand.

7. Immediately replace fuel cap and tighten. Wipe off 
spilled fuel and allow to dry before starting engine.

IMPORTANT

NEVER MIX OIL WITH PETROL.
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STARTING AND STOPPING ENGINE
•	Move engine to a well ventilated area, outdoors, to 

prevent carbon monoxide poisoning.

•	Move to an area away from flames or sparks, to 
avoid ignition of vapors if present.

•	Remove all debris from air cleaner holes and fuel 
tank cover to ensure proper air flow.

STARTING
To Start Engine:

1. Open fuel shut-off valve.

2. Flip the on/off switch to on position.

3. Grasp starter handle and pull rope out, slowly, until 
it pulls slightly harder. Let rope rewind slowly. Then 
pull rope with a rapid full arm stroke. Let rope return 
to starter slowly.

To Stop Engine:

1. Flip the on/off switch to the off position.

2. Close fuel shut-off valve

NOTE: This EARTH AUGER engine adopts automatic 
choke, will open or close the choke valve automatically 
according to the environment and the temperature of 
the engine, when the engine start is successful, the 
choke valve will automatically open.

STEPS FOR CLEANING AIR FILTER 
Optional Foam Precleaner maintenance:

To run a year or every 25 hours cleaning or replacement 
of the Optional Foam Precleaner, In the mud or dust 
more cases, Shorter replacement, Please according to 
the following instructions to maintain.

1. Counterclockwise rotation knob, Open the air 
cleaner cover

(Figure 1);

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2. Remove the Optional Foam Precleaner, in warm water, clean with cleaning agent;

3. Thoroughly rinse clean the Optional Foam Precleaner, until all the cleaning agent to remove, hand squeeze out excess 
water (Don’t throw),then let the strainer;

4. Reinstall the Optional Foam Precleaner;

5. Reinstall the Air Cleaner Cover, and then fixed knob.

Air Cleaner Element maintenance:
To run every 25 hours Need to check whether there is no dust, whether there is loose or damaged parts,In the 
mud or dust very much, inspection cycle to shorten,Each run for a year or 100 hours,The Air Cleaner Element 
must be replaced.

1. Counterclockwise rotation knob,Open the air cleaner cover

(Figure 1);

2. Remove the Optional Foam Precleaner and Air Cleaner Element; NOTE: Please do not use water to clean the Air 
Cleaner Element, also do not use compressed air blowing, because this can damage the Air Cleaner Element.

3. If the Air Cleaner Element is dirty, please replace with new.

4. Reinstall the Optional Foam Precleaner;

5. Reinstall the Air Cleaner Cover, and then fixed knob.
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MAINTENANCE AND STORAGE SAFETY
1. Always allow muffler to cool before filling fuel tank.

2. When storing for over one (1) month, Remove Fuel and 
oil from the Engine

3. Do not fill Do not fill the FUEL when engine is 
running or is hot.

4. The gear case has four (4) oz. of grease installed at 
the factory. It is recommended that once a year the 
gear case be split and the grease level checked. Add 
grease only if level of grease is below top of the gears. 
DO NOT OVERFILL.

5. For cold weather operation, store the unit in a cool 
environment. Transferring the unit from a warm 
to a cold place can cause the build up of harmful 
condensation.

ENGINE MAINTENANCE
Refer to the engine manual included in your parts packet 
for information on engine maintenance. Your engine 
manual provides detailed information and a maintenance 
schedule for performing the following tasks:

1. Check oil level every five (5) operating hours and 
before each use.

2. Change oil after first two (2) operating hours and every 
25 operating hours thereafter, more often if operated 
in extremely dusty or dirty conditions. Change oil 
while engine is still warm from recent running.

3. Frequently remove dirt and debris from cooling fins, air 
intake screen, levers and linkage. This will help ensure 
adequate cooling and correct engine speed.

4. Check air cleaner.

5. Check spark plug yearly or every 100 operating hours.

6. Check engine and auger often for loose nuts and bolts.

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STORAGE
Follow the steps below to prepare your earth auger 
unit for storage. Read your manual for detailed 
instructions on preparing the engine for storage.

1. Drain the fuel system. Run the engine until it stops.

2. Change oil.

3. Remove spark plug, pour one (1) ounce of clean 
engine oil into spark plug hole. Cover hole with 
a rag. Pull starter handle slowly several times to 
distribute oil. Install spark plug. Do not connect 
spark plug wire.

4. Clean entire earth auger unit.

5. Store your earth auger unit in a clean, dry building 
that is inaccessible to children.
